4. Applicant must submit the following documents at the time of admission‐ 

i) Original and Xerox copy of School/college leaving certificate. 

ii) Original and Xerox copy of Mark sheet. 

iii) Attested Xerox copy of caste certificate. 

5. Students have to submit EBC/PTC form and deposit necessary fees on the date 

notified.
